A broad and balanced academic curriculum for all. All pupils
will select a minimum of one Humanities subject (From
Geography or History)

The EBacc is achieved when pupils achieve a good GCSE
pass in all of the following subject areas:

L Mathematics
 English Language
1 A Modern Foreign Language

1 Two Sciences (From: Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Combined
Science)

A Humanities subject: History or Geography

History or Geography and then have one ‘free choice’ of
any subject offered at school.
